CHICKEN TETRAZZINI CASSEROLE 
USE 9 X 13 PAN - SERVES 15 

This is a simple recipe. Feel free to use your own. 
 
8 TBLSP Butter 
8 TBLSP All Purpose Flour 
8 cups of Milk 
1 cup of grated Parmesan cheese 
3-4 cups of cooked chicken, cut up 
Salt and pepper to taste 
32oz of thin spaghetti (angel hair)  
 
Cook spaghetti as directed, drain, and 
spread in the 9 x 13 pan that you have 
sprayed with PAM non-stick spray. Take a 
3 qt pot and melt the butter. Stir in flour and 
gradually add milk. Stir to keep mixture 
smooth. Cook over moderate heat stirring 
constantly until thickened and bubbling. 
Remove from heat. Stir in Parmesan 
cheese, chicken, and salt and pepper to 
taste. Pour over spaghetti and mix with a 
fork.
