ONE POT CHICKEN CASSEROLE 
8 QUART PAN 

This is a simple recipe. Feel free to use your own. 
 
4    whole boneless chicken breast cut off 

or chicken equivalent to that amount 
2    cups of milk 
2    12oz pkg. of wide noodles (white or wheat) 
2    cups of liquid reserved water the 

noodles were cooked in 
2    chicken flavored bouillon cubes 
2    cans of cream of chicken soup 
2    cups peas 
                                                           
Cook noodles using three less cups of 
water as recommended on the noodle 
package. Be sure to add 2 chicken bouillon 
cubes to the water.  Drain reserving 2 cups 
of the liquid.  Return noodles to pan stirring 
in those 2 cups of liquid you reserved, 
soup, and milk.  When it is well mixed add 
chicken and peas.  Cook on low heat till 
mixture is hot and thickened. Salt and 
pepper to taste.

Step 2: Control Access 
Controlling access means that we are 
careful about whom we allow to work with 

our children. It also sends a message to potential child molesters 
that we are alert about child sexual abuse. 
¶ Communicate the churchôs commitment to keeping children safe. 
¶ Use written, standard applications. 
¶ Require criminal background checks. 
¶ Complete face-to-face interviews. 
¶ Check references.

The Virtus training session is required by the Archdiocese, if 
one plans to work with children or youth in a parish setting.
