ADULT EDUCATION: Adult Religious Ed will reconvene on Sun,  
Sept 12 at 9:30 in the St. John School library. We will spend the 
year examining the second Vatican Council (Vatican II). Itôs been 
nearly 50 years since the council began, so itôs time to take a look 
at this momentous gathering: what were the issues, how were they 
discussed, how did the documents take shape, what do the 
documents say? The emphasis for the year will be on the history 
and the contentðthe implementation and interpretation of the 
councilôs teaching is still ongoing. The center of our study will be a 
series of recorded presentations by Fr. John OôMalley, S.J., history 
professor at Georgetown. His most recent book is What Happened 
at Vatican II? and these lectures are based on this work. Each talk 
is 25 minutes long, so there will be time for discussion. I would like 
to supplement these recordings with a handy book, A Concise 
Guide to the Documents of Vatican II by Edward P. Hahnenberg. In 
addition to a short history of how the documents came to be, he 
gives a short summary of and a guide to reading each document. 
While Fr. OôMalley presents the history of each session of the 
council (and some of the documents were discussed and debated 
for four years), Hahnenbergôs book lets us look at the finished 
document. I will bring in other resources as time and interest 
permitðIôve already identified two videos that would be helpful in 
understanding the document on religious freedom and that on the 
Jews. There is also an extensive study guide for Fr. OôMalleyôs 
presentationsðit will be the source for extra reading material. The 
Vatican II documents themselves are readily available on the 
internet. Please consider joining us in our exploration of the history 
of Vatican II. If you are interested in purchasing a copy of 
Hahnenbergôs Concise Guide, Iôll be placing an batch order soon.

On May 28, 2010, Fr. John and I visited with a St. John 
parishioner to ask for the first pledge to the building project. Since 
then (65 days later), about 150 parishioners have been contacted 
by phone or email to schedule apppointments.
